The enclosure accepts two 2880 or smaller 24F MPO high fiber count trunks. Each trunk has
multiple subunits (see table for subunit quantity) of decreasing length, consisting of a black
braided tube transitioning to 6 x 24F MPO connectors. Each adapter pack accepts 2 x trunk
subunlts (i.e. 2 x black braided tubing, for a total of 12 x 24F MPO connectors).

(a) Feed in and clamp first trunk
as shown in step 6 on page 1.
